IMPORTANT!   PLEASE READ

Major Fulfillment Inc. accepts artwork on disk with the following specifications. Files not meeting these specs will either be rejected if unworkable, or adjusted to meet specifications and charged for technical time at the rate of $100 per hour (minimum one hour). Charges will apply for outputting files to film.

· Files to be stored on 100mb ZIP disk, 1 or 2 gig JAZ disk, CD-R, or EMAIL. Please do not attempt to email large files, as they can easily be corrupted. YOU must supply printouts for all files!

· All files should be in Macintosh format, assembled in final form in Quark Xpress 3.31 or newer.
If you cannot do this, please call us before sending any files.

· Those wishing to use PC format must build files in Pagemaker or Quark. No exceptions!
Remember to include all fonts and images used.

· Copies of any Xtensions and/or fonts used (both screen and printer fonts) must be sent to MFI with the files. Fonts must be Type 1 postscript only. Do not use True Type fonts for Macintosh files! Also, DO NOT use your software program to stylize fonts (bold, outline, shadow, etc.). Use the actual font that you want to print and/or stylize your fonts manually.

· Any special artwork should be done in native applications such as Freehand or Illustrator and saved as .eps (postscript). DO NOT “stylize” or “Colorize” graphics in a layout program such as Quark Xpress.

· Grayscale and 4-Color photos are to be scanned at 300 dpi at the actual size to be finally used
(i.e., If the photo needs to be enlarged or reduced, Final size should be at 300 dpi).

· Photos should be in “tiff” format in Photoshop 4.0 or newer.

· Color correct all photos and save all files as CMYK (process colors). DO NOT SAVE AS RGB COLORS; files will not output on to our imagesetter unless colors are CMYK. Never use RGB for your color files. Please understand that final colors may vary when 4-color separations are made. Computer generated printouts cannot accurately match the final colors that will be printed. If using Spot colors (pantone colors) make sure they are kept as spot colors and not CMYK.

· Black & White photos are to be saved as grayscale in Photoshop 4.0 or newer.

· Line Art, such as type and logos, should be scanned at 2400 dpi. For best output.

· If type is combined with photos in Photoshop, first flatten the file layers; then save the file as .eps (postscript). However, we do not recommend typesetting in Photoshop.

· Please allow 1/8” to 1/4” bleed for any art that must print to the edge of a page.

· A print out showing crop and fold marks must be supplied with all files.

YOU MUST SUPPLY EITHER BLACK & WHITE OR COLOR PRINTOUTS WITH YOUR FILES FOR EVERYTHING THAT IS TO BE PRINTED. AND PLEASE REMEMBER: COMPUTER GENERATED PRINTOUTS CANNOT ACCURATELY RENDER FINAL COLORS.
